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Songwriter Vicki McCrone Uses Music 


to Help Teach Kids Lyrical Lessons

Vicki McCrone was born and raised in Lyndhurst but went off to San Francisco to be an account executive for a software firm. She came back to Cleveland in 2006 and volunteered weekly along with her yellow Lab Callie, a therapy dog, at Cleveland's Positive Education Program, or PEP.





A classically trained musician and songwriter specializing in alternative rock, McCrone started writing kid-friendly lyrics, like "My little dog is my constant companion; she skips and jumps when I come home," that have delighted children across the country.
